A Guide to Planning and Delivering the Primary Framework for Mathematics 2007

Long Term Plans – overview of objectives for each year group (Y1-6) and these are divided into Autumn, Spring and Summer terms.
Medium Term Plans 
These planning documents collate some of the starting points for planning for each Block and Unit. It is hoped that this will make each unit clearer for teachers as they begin to use the Framework in September. All of the contents can be found in separate pages of the Framework website. Some plans for y1 and Y2 contain an additional assessment box, this can be deleted or copied to other plans as required.
The guidance from the Primary Framework for Mathematics suggests that each unit is taught over a 2-3 week period. However, schools will need to use their professional judgement to decide the length of time delivering each unit.
 Each unit is divided into 5 sections:
· Building on previous learning

· Vocabulary

· Speaking and Listening

· Links to Science

· Unit objectives with links to Assessment for learning

It is important to remember that these documents are for guidance only as a starting point for planning and delivering the Primary Framework for Mathematics. Supporting materials will need to be accessed via the framework website or CD-ROM.
· For example:
· Learning overviews and year overviews – these are particularly useful for adding the detail needed to work toward each end of year objective
· Wave 3 

· Springboard

· ICT resources

· Problem Solving activities

· IPT (Interactive Planning Tool). Some schools are currently having difficulties accessing this from the website and it is expected that teachers will use this at a later date as further guidance develops

Short Term Planning formats are also included as examples only. Schools should adapt planning sheets to their needs as per usual recommendations. We would like to add samples from schools if any Subject Leader would like to send them to us. As you are aware, from the MTPs there is a greater emphasis on longer teaching sequences.
Assessment – Framework Progression of Objectives Level P5 to 5C. These are useful for planning and assessment purposes. Thanks to the North Lincs Mathematics Team and Rebecca Stephens at the SENSS Team for these.

Please be aware QCA are in the process of developing assessment materials to support teachers with assessing to levels and sub-levels. There will be; examples of progression within levels in Mathematics (and Literacy) and guidance on teacher assessment, guidance on the use of Assessment for Learning in classrooms and whole school development and links to and from the planning sections to support teachers with using assessment.  

This should be available over the next academic school year, we will keep you informed.
