Introduction to the Schemes of Work for Religious Education

The schemes of work have been designed to deliver the contents of the North East Lincolnshire Agreed Syllabus. The units are designed to be delivered over approximately one half term, taking the equivalent of an hour per week. Although the schemes are linked to year groups the rolling programme chart shows how they can be used with mixed age classes over a two, or a four-year period. 

As the variety of headings in the rolling programme suggests, the approach is thematic in nature, but includes a core content of teaching which is linked to religious belief and practice in Christianity and other faiths. Each unit offers examples of how the core content for Christianity can be delivered.  Schools can adapt the activities to meet the requirements of the other world religions they have chosen to study. 

Each unit contains information of how it links to what has gone before, and what will follow. The work is designed to ensure progression between years and key stages. Differentiation also occurs in the ‘Expectations’ statements for each unit.

Although the units contain learning objectives and activities, it is anticipated that teachers will devise short term plans from the content of the schemes.

The pupil targets are actually learning outcomes, but can be used to remind pupils what they are working towards. They are included with the schemes in a format, which can be easily transferred onto sticky labels for use as rewards when pupils have achieved their target. It may be appropriate to adapt these targets to cater for more and less able pupils. 

The schemes are designed to support the ongoing assessment of the Key Objectives which are listed in the Agreed Syllabus. If schools wish to change the content of the schemes for particular units, the overall programme for assessment should be borne in mind.

The learning model on which the units are based is explained on the next page. It is important that the intention of the model is understood and that, if schools choose not to use it, they ensure teaching methods are used which enable a balanced delivery of both Attainment Targets.
